It was bordering on a cringeworthy day 
for Werribee against rivals Melton in the 
Victorian Sub-District Cricket Association at 
MacPherson Park on Saturday.

The Tigers were in desperate trouble until the 
tail wagged with Michael Kelly and Matthew 
Palmer combining to produce the rescue act.

Had it not been for their partnership, Kelly 
got the scoreboard ticking with 47 and Palmer 
played the anchor role with seven, the Tigers 
would have got nowhere near 113 off 54.3 overs.

While the total is not a daunting one for 
Melton to chase down, it at least provides slight 
hope for the Tigers bowlers entering day two.

Melton is already 2-22 with key batsmen 
Ben MacRae and Anthony Gale back in the 
dressing room, so the chase is not going to be 
easy for the hosts.

“We’re still in the game,” Werribee skipper 
Tim O’Brien said.

“We’ve got the runs on the board and they’ve 
got to get them, so if we can bowl well and get a 
couple of early wickets, it will put them under 
pressure.

“We’ve just got to make it as hard as possible 
for them to get every run.”

O’Brien was disappointed in Werribee’s 
inability to bat out the full day.

The pitch was lively early and the long grass 
in the outfield made for little value for shots, 
but those could not be used as excuses for the 
side to be all out in a touch over 54 overs.

Of the top order, it was Matt Dean who could 
hold his head high.

Dean carved out a hard-fought 40, showing 
his teammates how it can be done.

“He’s just a really good player,” O’Brien said.
“It wasn’t only him being able to occupy the 

crease from the top order, it was him being able 
to score.”

O’Brien’s biggest praise though was reserved 
for Kelly and Palmer.

“Mick was doing all the scoring, but he 
needed someone at the other end to stay with 
him,” O’Brien said.

“He batted brilliantly for his 47 coming in at 
eight, he’s actually given us something to bowl 
to, but Matthew Palmer did a really good job of 
having a partnership with Mick Kelly.”

Melton requires 92 more runs for victory 
with eight wickets in hand.

Meanwhile, Hoppers Crossing has a 
mountain of work in front of them on day two 
against St Bernard’s Old Collegians at Murphy 
Oval. 

The Cats have been set a mammoth 319 for 
victory.

Point Cook has shaken up the Western Region 
Football League division 2 competition with an 
eye catching recruiting spree.

The Bulldogs have landed one of the biggest 
fish in the league, securing the signature of 
former Hoppers Crossing ruckman Wayde 
Skipper.

Skipper, who played 60 games at the top 
level, 45 with the Western Bulldogs and 15 
with Hawthorn, and was part of the 2011 Port 
Melbourne VFL premiership team, has been 
one of the best big men in the WRFL for a long 
time, peaking with a Barry Priest Medal for 
division 1 best-and-fairest in 2015.

Skipper is just one of a host of new faces to 
arrive at Saltwater Reserve next season, making 
the new team to the senior competition a force 
from day one.

“We’re going OK with recruiting, we’ve done 
well so far,” Point Cook coach Ian Denny said.

“Wayde was a pretty good get for us.
“He came down and met with us and we 

talked to him about our short term and long 
term ambitions and he was all over it, pretty 
excited about it, so he’s looking forward to it.”

Skipper was wooed to Point Cook by new 
assistant coach Brett Jacobs.

Jacobs was a coach of Skipper for the WRFL 
interleague games and the pair struck up a 
friendship.

Skipper’s impact on the Bulldogs will be 
more than just on field.

The 34-year-old will be entrusted to provide 
leadership to the team, in particular the young 
tall players such as ruckman Andrew Robinson 
and key forward Alex Grigg.

“It will be a good opportunity for guys to 
spend some time with him on and off the 
ground and see the way he goes about it,” 
Denny said.

“He was a Barry Preist Medal winner only a 
couple of years ago, so you’re talking about a 
premier player in the competition.

“We think he’s going to bring a whole lot of 
stuff and he’s a good fella too, a knockabout 
sort of a bloke, so he’ll assimilate well with the 
club and the young fellas.”

Point Cook is excited with its new-found 
midfield depth. Recruits Jessi Lampi, Sean 
Curtis and Matthew Poland will be vying for 
spots in a strong engine room.

“We hope to be strong through the midfield 
which will give us strong peripheral players 
through the flanks and wings,” Denny said.

Just as important for Point Cook was its 
player retention.

Bulldogs since their move from the Victorian 
Amateur Football Association to the WRFL.

“Virtually all the players from last season 
have committed for next year,” Denny said.

“Both Robbie [Milne], who won the best and 
fairest, and Mason [Kip], who won the three 
best and fairests before that, are back on board.

“It’s a good mixture of new and old.
“It’s a club that people want to come and play 

for.” 

Point Cook is also working hard to get a 
women’s team off the ground.

The Bulldogs will also bridge the gap been 
junior and senior men’s teams with an under-19 
team.

Denny is thrilled to see the Bulldogs 
implementing both teams for next season.

“It gives the club a better pathway having the 
U19s, so we’re pretty excited with that team,” 
he said.

■ They have every reason to be proud 
at the Spotswood Football Club. Yet 
another junior product has advanced 
to the elite level, with Lachlan Fogarty 
drafted by Geelong with pick 22 at the 
national draft. Fogarty’s older brother 
(of four), Michael, was on the Footscray 
VFL list in recent years. Their uncle 
is current Spotswood assistant coach 
Grant Smith, himself a more than 
handy player with Williamstown, playing 
in the 1986 and 1990 premiership 
teams. Spotswood has four current 
players in the AFL, with Fogarty joining 
Callan Ward (GWS captain), Bachar 
Houli (Richmond premiership player) 
and Connor Menadue (2017 Grand 
Final Sprint winner).

■ Laura Giles is a remarkable 
athlete. Her stellar netball career 
was acknowledged last week when 
she was inducted into the Hoppers 
Crossing Sports Club Hall of Fame. 
Her achievements include district and 
Victorian representation at many age 
levels and even being selected for 
Australia and being part of the World 
Champion team at the 2013 titles in 
South Africa. She has won numerous 
individual awards, including multiple 
best-and-fairest trophies, team of the 
year selection and many others. Team 
success has been equally forthcoming, 
with premierships at junior and senior 
level. Laura, 25, is the first female to 
receive the hall of fame honour in the 
club’s 25-year history.

■ Brody Mihocek completed yet 
another rags to riches sports story 
when he was drafted to Collingwood 
as a mature-aged rookie. The gritty 
defender has been at Port Melbourne 
for the past two years and before that 
at Werribee. At 25, the Tasmanian 
had not given up hope that an AFL 
side would recognise his talent, 
determination and hard work, and he 
has deservedly landed at the elite level. 
His father, Jack, played 13 games for 
Essendon in the late ’70s, but will be a 
magpie man from now on.

■ The Point Cook Bulldogs will certainly 
make their mark in their debut season 
in the WRFL if their recruiting is 
anything to go by. The latest signing is 
Barry Priest medallist Wayde Skipper. 
It has been a big week for the former 
Bulldog and Hawk, as he and wife 
Sally welcomed their second daughter, 
Frankie Carol. Skip will turn 35 before 
the first bounce of the 2018 season 
but is sure to be a big hit with the red, 
white and blue boys in division 2.
